      Republic of Iran on the Implementation of the Intergovernmental

     The Customs State Committee under the Government of the Republic of 
 Armenia and the Customs Administration of the Islamic Republic of Iran 
 hereafter referred to as the "Contracting parties", 
     Considering the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of 
 Armenia and the Government of the Islamic Republic of Iran on "Mutual 
 administrative assistance for the proper application of the customs law and 
 for the prevention, investigation and combating of customs offences", 
 signed in Tehran on 27 December, 2001, hereafter referred to as the 
 "Agreement"; 
     Recognizing the increased global concern for the security and 
 facilitation of the international trade supply chain and the World Customs 
 Organizations Resolution of June 2002 to that effect; 
     Convinced that action against customs offences can be made more 
 effective by close cooperation between the Customs Administrations; 
     Aiming at proper application of customs legislation on exportation, 
 importation, transit, transshipment, storage and movement of goods, as well 
 as movement of travelers and means of transport between the customs 
 territory of the Republic of Armenia and the customs territory of the 
 Islamic Republic of Iran; 
     Recognizing that mutual administrative assistance and cooperation 
 between the Contracting Parties in accordance with the provisions of the 
 Agreement will improve the customs control process in both States; 
 
     Have agreed as follows: 
 
                                 Article 1 
 
     The assistance under the Agreement by either Contracting Party shall be 
 provided in accordance with its existing national legislation and within 
 the limits of its competence and available resources. 
 
                                 Article 2 
 
     The Agreement covers mutual administrative assistance in customs 
 matters between the Contracting Parties and is not intended to impact 
 mutual legal assistance agreements between their States. 
     If mutual administrative assistance is to be afforded by other 
 authorities of the State of the requested Contracting Party, the requested 
 administration shall indicate those authorities and, where known, the 
 relevant agreement or arrangement applicable. 
     The provisions of the Agreement shall not give rise to a right on the 
 part of any person to impede the execution of a request for assistance. 
 
                                 Article 3 
 
     With a view to apply the Article 3 of the Agreement, the Contracting 
 Parties shall provide each other, either on request or on their own 
 initiative, with information which helps to ensure the proper application 
 of customs law and the prevention, investigation and combating of customs 
 offences. Such information may relate to: 
     a) new customs law enforcement techniques which have proved their 
 effectiveness;
