                                Definitions 
 
     For the purpose of this Agreement the following terms shall mean: 
     "Employees assigned to official duty" - diplomatic agents, consular 
 officers and members of the support (administrative and technical) staff 
 assigned to diplomatic missions, consular offices and missions to 
 international organizations. 
     "Dependents" - a) in the case of Armenia dependents: spouses, unmarried 
 dependent children under 18 years of age, and unmarried children who are 
 physically or mentally disabled, 
     b) in the case of America dependents: spouses, unmarried dependent 
 children under 21 years of age, unmarried dependent children under 23 years 
 of age who are in full-time attendance as students at a postsecondary 
 educational institution, and unmarried children who are physically or 
 mentally disabled. 
     "Receiving State" - a State, where the diplomatic mission, consular 
 offices and/or missions to international organizations of one of the Party 
 are located. 
 
                                 Article 2 
       The right to employment of dependents in the Receiving State 
 
     Dependents of employees of one Party assigned to official duty in the 
 State of the other Party have a right to employment in the Receiving State 
 in accordance to the procedure described in the Article 3.

                Procedure for acceptance of the employment 
 
     In the case of dependents who seek employment in the Receiving State 
 the diplomatic mission of one Party must make an official request to the 
 Ministry of Foreign Affairs (the Department of State). Upon verification 
 that the person is a dependent of an employee assigned to official duty and 
 processing of the official request, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (the 
 Department of State) will inform the diplomatic mission that the dependent 
 may accept employment.

     The dependents who obtain employment under this Agreement and who have 
 immunity from the jurisdiction of the Receiving State in accordance with 
 the Vienna Convention on diplomatic relations or any other applicable 
 international agreement between the Contracting Parties: 
     a) enjoy no immunity from civil and administrative jurisdiction with 
 respect to matters arising out of such employment. 
     b) are liable for payment of income and social security taxes on any 
 remuneration received as a result of employment in the Receiving State.
